Ready Golf & Pace of Play Policy

Whilst the R&A have already taken a more relaxed approach to the order of play for stroke play events, as from Januaml201fp i
actually be added to the new Rules. Here's an extract from the new Rules ............

Prompt Pace of Play

A round of golf is meant to be played at a prompt pace.

Each player should recognize that his or her pace of play is likely to affect how long it will take other
players to play their rounds, including both tfh
groups.

Players are encouraged to allow faster groups to play through.
(1) Pace of Play Recommendations. The player should play at a prompt pace throughout the round,
including the time taken to:
A Prepare for and make each stroke,
A  Move from one place to another between strok
A Move to the next teeing area after completi nfg
A player should prepare in advance for the next stroke and be ready to play when it is his or her turn.
When it is the playerés turn to play:
A I't is recommended that the player make the s
should be) able to play without interference or distraction, and
A The player should usually be able to play mof
(2) Playing Out of Turn to Help Pace of Play. Depending on the form of play, there are times when
players may play out of turn to help the pace of play:

I n match play, the players may agree that onfe
6.4a).
A I'n stroke play, players may play fAready gol flfo
(3) Committee Pace of Play Policy. To encourage and enforce prompt play, the Committee should
adopt a Local Rule setting a Pace of Play Policy.
This Policy may set a maximum time to complete a round, a hole or series of holes and a stroke, and it fha
penalties for not following the Policy.

Whilst adopting a 'ready golf' approach might shorten the time taken to complete a round, I'm not convinced it will change th
behaviour of the players who continually drag the chain, the other players will simply continue to play on in spite adtliing.
